“Education is one of our top priorities,” Baird said. In fact, 43% of her unit’s budget went to 
educational institutions and nonprofit organizations last year. For about two years, Chevron has 
supported students attending UNC’s Center for Urban Education (CUE) teacher preparation 
program by funding need-based scholarships for teacher candidates.
